Greetings from ICLEI South Asial

ICLEI South Asia continues to work in the field of climate resilience and sustainability
through its five working pathways. Since 2008, we have been working in 10 cities in
Bangladesh and supporting them in becoming climate resilient. Hence, it makes me
happy to see Municipal Association of Bangladesh (MAB) highlighting the 'Making Cities
Resilient 2030 (MCR2030) initiative in Bangladesh in their upcoming newsletter
(Pourabarta). MCR2030 is a global partnership to strengthen local resilience. It strives to
ensure cities become resilient and sustainable by 2030. ICLEI - local governments for
sustainability is also part of this initiative.

I am happy to announce that two of the main cities in Bangladesh — Narayanganj and
Rajshahi — have developed and published the first ever Climate Action Plan for cities,
with the support from ICLEI South Asia. It has been the most successful local level effort.
Both of these cities are now integrating the policies from the Climate Action Plans into
their development schemes.

Bangladesh has been successfully fighting against COVID-19 since the last two years.
In addition to the public initiatives, ICLEI is also working at the local level with different
resilient recovery actions to reduce the impact of COVID-19 across the globe. Recently,
under the Resilient Cities Action Package 2021 (ReCAP21), ICLEI supported Rajshahi
and Narayanganj in developing resilient recovery schemes and capacity building. Under
the ReCAP21 initiative, four solar powered water ATMs and handwashing booths are
installed in Rajshahi with the aim to help the low-income groups and vulnerable
population get access to water and sanitation.

To scale up such initiatives, ICLEI South Asia has established and registered its country
office in Bangladesh in 2021. This would help with the collaboration between cities as
well as with the MAB to continue the work in the field of urban resilience, compatible
climate resilient knowledge development, and capacity building of local governments for
inclusive, resilient and sustainable development of the cities.

There is also an urgent need to partner with larger development institutions to directly link our work on
safe sanitation and findings of the Shit-Flow Diagrams (SFD) to SGD 6.2.

Rapid urbanisation is a common phenomenon in Bangladesh.With a total population of
167 million, it is the eighth most populated country in the world, where urban areas
account for 39% of the country’s total population. This is set to grow to 50% by 2050,
which will generate further pressure on the abilityto provide adequate housing,
transportation, infrastructure, and basic services.

MAB was
one of the members for drafting the Local Government (Paurashava) Act 2009.
MAB was also the committee members for formulating Municipality Staff
Employment Regulation and Municipality Service Rules.

Disaster Risk Reduction and Making Cities Resilient report from the beginning of MAB

Introducing MAB;

Municipal Association of Bangladesh (MAB) was formed on July 2003 by the representation of a significant
numbers of Municipality Mayors. Since its formation, MAB has been actively organizing its efforts by raising united
voice for decentralization and democratization of the local government system of Bangladesh. MAB organized
various seminars and workshops where the issues of decentralization and democratization were perceived as
important agenda. The open discussions and brain storming sessions also posed multi-dimensional perspectives
of the term “local governance”, in order to turn out from its traditional concept, originated at colonial centralized
system to confer limited responsibility to local people. Since the modern concept of local governance need to be
translated into the societal platform, the policy advocacy for democratization and decentralization in local
government system is priority of the association.

MAB has implemented a number of activities as a united platform of the municipalities for the last couple of years.
It has detected the constraints of municipaliti’s through consultative process and placed recommendations to the
government in order to resolve them. Besides, MAB has taken some initiatives to do extremely well in the
achievements of the municipal representatives.

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( Pro-poor Economic Development: Challenges and Practices of Municipalities

To strengthen effective urban local governance as well as the municipalities of Bangladesh, Municipal Association of
Bangladesh-MAB is implementing a project partnering with UNDP titled “LIUPC-Influencing Urban Policy focusing on Governance
and Poverty”. This project is working on 4 specific activities. One of the aims of this project is to collect information on best practices
from the municipalities then to document it and replicate the best practices to other municipalities. The study was primarily conducted
on selected 12 municipalities, identifying their practices on selected topics. Among them, there are 8 LIUPC municipalities and the
remaining 4 are non-LIUPC municipalities. The LIUPC municipalities are- Kushtia Municipality, Patuakhali Municipality, Chandpur
Municipality, Cox’s Bazar Municipality, Noakhali Municipality, Saidpur Municipality, Gopalganj Municipality and Faridpur Municipality.
The non LIUPC municipalities are- tangail Municipality, Laksham Municipality, Laxmipur Municipality, Jnenaidah Municipality.

Challenges faced while working on economic development of urban poor

While working for economic development of urban poor, all the respondent municipalities identify insufficient fund as the major
challenge. Beside this challenge, Kushtia Municipality found some more challenges like Lack of awareness of citizens, lack of
capacity, coordination gap among stakeholders, gap between demand and supply, inactive participation. As Patuakhali Municipality
is located in coastal area, the challenges it faces are different from all the other respondent municipalities. Repeated encounters of
natural disasters in coastal areas, lack of disaster tolerance, lack of technical training, imposition of decisions without verification of
local conditions are the major challenges. Recently, the numbers of wards in Faridpur municipality are raised from 9 to 27 and there
are so many challenges to provide facilities among the newly extended municipal area. Saidpur Municipality identied the
challenges as- irregularty of standing committee meeting, lack of capacity of committee members, lack of skill and inefficiency.

Municipalities own initiatives

Except the projects, all the municipalities have their own initiatives for economic development of urban poor. For example:
Chandpur municipality allocates fund in the annual budget through PRAP for urban poor. Cox’s Bazar and Laksham
municipalities arrange regular computer training and sewing training for urban poor. In Faridpur Municipality 2% of annual
municipal budget are reserved for women empowerment and 3% are reserved for poor people from total budget to improve the
socio-economic and functional development of the poor and vulnerable groups. Different municipalities take different measures
to overcome the challenges they faces. Kushtia Municipality conduct awareness raising campaign, capacity development
training and also ensures active participation of citizens in co-ordination committee. Patuakhali Municipality prepares
disaster-tolerant development budgets and training arrangements to overcome its’ challenges.

Major actions taken by the projects for economic development of the urban poor:

According to Faridpur Municipality, “These projects are working on community based approach through identifying the poor
communities. At the community level, cluster and group are formed with one person from each family and the tasks are
coordinated through women leadership from the community.” which indicates that the projects aim for Capacity building,
community infrastructure development, skill development, ensure community participation, women's empowerment and trainings.
Cox’s Bazar Municipality also offers onetime financial assistance for business and employment opportunity to the urban poor.

Kushtia and Saidpur municipality mentioned that LIUPC project supports municipalities by providing business grant to the urban
poor, by reducing the early marriage through grants support for continue the school enrollment, by entrepreneurship
development, by business grants and training support, by nutrition grants support for lactating and pregnant mother, by providing
skill development training and job placement through apprentice grants.

Chandpur municipality identifies poor settlements, completes family surveys, creates organizations, identifies problems through
social maps, prepares action plans to solve problems, creates priority lists for work implementation and prepares work evaluation
reports with support of LIUPC projects and local projects. Gopalganj Municipality works through creating community based
organizations with support from the three projects for economic development of the urban poor.

Jhenidah Municipality with support of Urban Development Program (UDP) provides financial assistance at various times,
provides housing loan, provides sewing machines, tuition allowance and education materials for urban poor.

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MAB joins MUNASS Phase Il in Bangladesh

The Municipal Association of Bangladesh (MAB) has joined the United Cities and Local Governments Asia Pacific (UCLG
ASPAC) executed Municipalities Network Advocacy for Sanitation in South Asia (MuNASS) Phase Il as the implementing
partner in Bangladesh. In a virtual ceremony on 13 April 2022, UCLG ASPAC and MAB signed a memorandum of understanding
to support municipalities in Nepal and Bangladesh to strengthen urban sanitation service delivery and test innovations to fill
Sustainable Development Goal (SDG) 6.2 data gaps.

“In our experiences, the engagement of local government associations in this safe sanitation initiative has produced very fruitful
and sustainable results,” said Dr. Bernadia Irawati Tjandradewi, Secretary General of UCLG ASPAC at the event. “We are not
a non-governmental organization and our operations are different but we cannot achieve the functions underlined by the
City-Wide Inclusive Sanitation or CWIS without strong partnership with different actors,” she added.

As per consultations with the Bill and Melinda Gates Foundation (BMGF), which is funding the MuNASS program, most of the
activities under MuNASS Il in Bangladesh will be rolled out through WaterAid Bangladesh and UCLG ASPAC will be the bridge
to assist MAB to achieve the goals, focusing on the targets set by MuNASS II. The same program will also capacitate MAB to
have a stronger and sustainable role within the Fecal Sludge Management (FSM) Network in Bangladesh.

“You will not only learn but will also share your learning experiences with local government associations (LGA) of other
countries,” Dr. Bernadia said. MUNASS Il will also partner with the LGAs in Cambodia, Indonesia, Sri Lanka, and Vietnam to
share and learn from each other on issues of safe sanitation.

Speaking at the occasion, MAB’s Secretary General and Mayor of Madaripur Municipality, Khalid Hossain, thanked UCLG ASPAC’s
continuous efforts to strengthen local governments in Bangladesh which will also assist in achieving sustainable development goals.

“After the completion of MUNASS Phase |, we are now moving to implement MuNASS Phase Il which means we definitely did
a good job in implementing policy advocacy by engaging municipalities, government, non-government organizations as well as
civil society organizations and bring them under one platform,” said MAB President, Dewan Kamal Ahmed who is also the
Mayor of Nilphamari Municipality in Bangladesh. “There is still so much to do in managing fecal sludge in cities that is important
to save millions of lives,” he added.

MAB was also the implementing partner in the earlier phase of MUNASS in Bangladesh. In Nepal, MuNASS Il is being implemented
by Municipal Association of Nepal (MuAN) with Environment and Public Health Organization (ENPHO) as the technical partner.
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Shit Flow Diagrams (SFD) - an innovative way of visualizing excreta management in cities and towns

SFD is a visualization tool that summarizes complex information into an easy-to-understand diagram, as it simply
shows how excreta is or is not contained along the sanitation value chain. The diagrams are backed by a service
delivery context description and information on data sources in the city concerned.

In 2012-2013 the Water and Sanitation Program (WSP) of the World Bank carried out an analysis of excreta
management in 12 cities and developed new tools for assessing the context and outcomes relating to the flow of
fecal matter through the city. This study aimed to provide a more comprehensive understanding of excreta
management throughout the sanitation service chain.

Building on this work, a group of institutions active in the field of excreta management convened in June 2014 to
further develop the service delivery assessment tool and Shit Flow Diagrams, or SFDs, developed by WSP which
clearly and simply show how excreta is or is not contained as it moves along multiple pathways from defecation to
disposal or end-use. This joint initiative, the SFD Promotion Initiative, is managed under the umbrella of the
Sustainable Sanitation Alliance (SuSanA).

The consortium consists of the Water and Sanitation Program (WSP) of the World Bank; the Global Sector Program
on Sustainable Sanitation of the Deutsche Gesellschaft fir Internationale Zusammenarbeit (GIZ GmbH)
commissioned by the German Federal Ministry for Economic Development and Cooperation (BMZ); the
Department of Water and Sanitation in Developing Countries (SANDEC) at the Swiss Federal Institute of Aquatic
Science and Technology (EAWAG); the water@leeds research group of the University of Leeds (UoL); the Water,
Engineering and Development Centre (WEDC) of Loughborough University, and the Centre for Science and
Environment in Delhi (CSE).

Since November 2014, GIZ has been supported by the Bill & Melinda Gates Foundation to promote this initiative.In
the first phase of this project, the SFD approach was applied in about 40 cities worldwide. A key objective of the next
phase of this project is to promote and facilitate the use of SFDs by city authorities worldwide, development partners
and utilities as part of the urban sanitation advocacy and planning process, by making SFDs a standard tool for
identifying key issues and challenges in cities or towns.

The fate of excreta produced by urban populations across the globe is often poorly understood. Particularly in low
and middle-income countries with rapidly expanding cities, excreta management represents a growing challenge;
generating significant negative public health and environmental risks.

Shit Flow Diagram, SFD is a tool to readily understand and communicate how excreta ‘flow’ through a city or town.
It shows how all excreta generated in a city is or is not contained as it moves from defecation to disposal or end-use.
An accompanying report describes the service delivery context of the city or town. SFDs are a useful tool to inform
urban sanitation programming, by visualizing the status of urban sanitation services in terms of the ultimate fate of
excreta. They offer an innovative way to engage city stakeholders from political leaders to sanitation experts and
civil society organizations in a coordinated dialogue about excreta management.
